The data in the report prior to October,2015 was updated every month based on the information received from States/distribution utilities as 

and when reported but the data for all the states for a particular month was generally not made available simultaneously to reflect the countrywide 

picture for a particular month. Number of total villages and number of electrified villages have also been adjusted for changes observed from Census 

2011 data. As such, each monthly report of village electrification of CEA is independent of the earlier published reports and any derived data based 

on the earlier reports of CEA may not show a correct picture for that period.
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
